The second World Meeting on Human Fraternity (WMHF), organised by the Fratelli tutti 

Foundation and entitled #BeHuman, will be held on Friday 10 and Saturday 11 May.  

Women and men of our time will meet in 12 different thematic tables, located in the Vatican and in 

symbolic places of the City of Rome, such as the Palazzo del Campidoglio, the Palazzo della 

Cancelleria, the Accademia dei Lincei, Palazzo Rospigliosi, the Cnel, the Salone d'onore del Coni. 

The experience of fraternity lived in dialogue by 30 Nobel Peace Prize winners, scientists, 

economists, mayors, doctors, managers, workers, sports champions and ordinary citizens from all 

over the world, aims to seek alternatives to wars and poverty.  

Reflecting on 'fraternity' as the basis of a new world, made up of beautiful human and social 

relations, the tables will try to find concrete proposals to begin to change history, stimulate the 

reforms that are lacking, understand where the principle of fraternity is already present in social life 

and discern the parameters needed to measure it. 

In view of World Children's Day on 25 and 26 May in Rome, Pope Francis will also speak at the round 

table on 'Children: Future Generation'.

The event starts on the morning of Friday 10 May with the Peace Round Table that will be opened 

by His Eminence the Secretary of State Cardinal Pietro Parolin. Together with the heads of the major 

International Organisations, the following will be present among others: Graça Machel Mandela, 

Ibrahim Mayaki, African Union Envoy for Food Systems, and Nobel Peace Prize Laureates: Dmitrji 

Muratov, Jody Williams, Tawakkol Karman, Maria Ressa, Leymah Gbowee, Rigoberta Menchù 

Tum and Muhammad Yunus. 

On Saturday morning, 11 May, the members of the Tables, keynote speakers and delegates who 

have come to Rome will meet Pope Francis. During the private audience, which will be held in the 

Clementine Hall of the Apostolic Palace, the Holy Father will deliver his reflections and greet those 

present.  

The Nobel Laureates, who will deliver the first concluding reflections of the Peace Table, will then 

travel to the Quirinale to meet the President of the Italian Republic, Sergio Mattarella. 

During the afternoon, thematic round tables will be held in different corners of the capital to 

explore the principle of fraternity in the areas of environment and business, sport and the third 

sector, information and work, health and digital, education, local government and food safety, while 

the children's table will welcome Pope Francis at the Nuova Aula del Sinodo in the Vatican City. 

The round tables will be attended by, among others: New York City Mayor Eric Leroy Adams, 

economist Jeffrey Sachs, Italian national team's technical commissioner Luciano Spalletti, FIAT CEO 

Olivier François, young banker Victor Ammer, Global Food Security Committee Chairperson

Director Richard St-Pierre, influencer Mattia Stanga, and Vatican Communications Secretary Mons.
